1. Memory cards must be purchased separately when using the dual capability it requires Math and
the use of extra pens to record data to both media. (See Accessories price page)

2. Customer must supply tagging information, Up to 3 lines of 22 characters each are allowed

Customer must supply Input Actuation and Range information for each input in the free form
section of the order, otherwise the calibration certificate will be based on the factory default ranges.

4. Software Packages can be ordered separately (see Accessories price page)
Manual is currently supplied in English only.

Standard inputs include T/C, mV, V, Ma, RTD actuations.

Fast Scanning only applies when all inputs are configured as linear (mV, V, Ma) inputs.
If T/C or RTD is programmed for any single input, the scan rate slows to the rate specified for T/C & RTD's.

Relay Outputs are high level outputs (240VAC/3 Amp).

8. Discrete Outputs are low level outputs (24VDC/1 Amp). Any channel on the 8 or 16 Discrete 1/0 Card
can be used as a Digital Input if not used as an Alarm Output.

9. Trendbus is a Honeywell proprietary protocol that works in conjunction with Trend Server Pro. Use Modbus Protocol
or Trend Server Pro with OPC capability for communications using third party software packages.

10. When using the RS232 communications port, Event Markers (Option Table Ill, SelectonE_ _,G __orA__)
is required in order for the recorder to accept a message or barcode information.
RS485 Port supports Real Time Trendbus, Ethernet Link supports Real Time Trendbus, Web, FTP,
TCP/IP Modbus Protocols.

11. Rear Panel for Vutronik Trend Recorder is wired to support 3 Universal Analog Inputs and 24 VDC instrument power only.
All other options must be wired individually. Recommended Model Number is TVMI-40-00-000-020-F10-V00000-00.

12. Table |, Selection _ M allows 1 Fast Scan Card and 1 Standard Universal Card to be used.
This is not available with Analog Outputs. Fast Scan Card is always in Slot 1.

13 Extra Pens can be used to write analog values to the recorder using the Ethernet Modbus protocol without needing the
full complement of analog inputs. Using all the virtual pens with many complicated maths and other functions can
affect the overall performance of the recorder.
